The past year has seen a number of changes in the Riverton 5chools as they
move toward excellence of educational oppertunity.

The highlights are in the areas of the-maost progress:

1. Completion of the new Junior High facilities which enabled the system to
move 1o the 6-3-3 plan. This was the culmination of several years' work and
planning in this direction.

2, Recently the Board decided that no teachers who did net held an A.B.
degree as a minimum would be employed for 1942-63 term.

3. The decision to go forward with the plans for holding a bond election
this spring was made fo provide funds for the new building program.
Tentatively, this will invelve additions to the Jefferson and Gas Hills
schools plus a new addition or facility for the senior high school.

The consiruction of Ashgrove, Lincoln, Gas Hills, Junier High School, and the
Jackson School indicates a willingness of the community and school board to do
those things that need to be done for our school system.
